Directions to the Charleston’s Best Tours, LLC walking ghost tour departing from the Griffon Tavern, located
at 18 Vendue Range, Charleston, SC 29401

From 1-26:

East Bay St (exit #219B)--immediately turn left (Mt. Pleasant St.) under the freeway straight through traffic
light, becomes Morrison Drive; then becomes East Bay, continue straight 4 more lights past Calhoun St. (or
2 more lights past N./S. Market St) to Vendue Range, turn left. The Griffon Tavern is 5 doors down on the
left (3.0 miles off I-26). The alternative is King/Meeting St (exit#220) but there is much more traffic and many
more traffic lights...

From US 17-north (Mt. Pleasant side of Cooper River):

Exit off Arthur Ravenel Bridge (East Bay St)--turn left on to East Bay, continue straight 4 more lights past
Calhoun St. (or 2 more traffic lights past N./S. Market St) to Vendue Range, turn left. The Griffon Tavern is 5
doors down on the left. (1.5 miles off US 17)

From US 17-south (Savannah Hwy. west of the Ashley River):

Exit off Ashley River Bridge—stay in far right lane, Lockwood Drive south; veers left, becomes Broad St;
continue to the end of Broad to East Bay St, turn left; turn right at next light, Vendue Range. The Griffon
Tavern is 5 doors down on the left, near Waterfront Park (2.0 miles off Savannah Hwy).

Parking:
Short-term evening visitors:

There are parking meters ($0.75/hr) in front of the Griffon Tavern and the surrounding blocks. They are free
on Sundays/city holidays and after 6:00 pm any day. Often these are full on weekend evenings and regular-
season in general. There are two parking garages close to the Griffon: the adjacent Cumberland/Concord
Street garage is behind the tavern, accessible via Cumberland St or Cone St; the other is accessible on
Prioleau St, 100 yards from the Griffon Tavern (Vendue Range).

Long-term day/evening visitors (parking for more than 4-5 daytime hours prior to the ghost walk):

There is a number of competing flat-rate parking lots($7-8/day avg); the Ports Authority lot ($7/day) adjacent
to the US Customs House on Market/Concord St is the closest one (200 yards from the Griffon) offering free
in/out privileges (until 8:00 am the next day).

Wheelchair rental:

For those that are fairly mobile on foot but may find it easier to use a wheelchair for the 1-mile ghost walk,
contact Herbert's Mobility, 1930 Ashley River Rd, Charleston, SC 29407, phone (843) 571-1515. Fees are

$20/day; drop-off/pick-up fee of $35 (optional). They are located 7.9 miles (15-20 minutes) from the Griffon
Tavern.
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
